At the blinking light turn South (left) onto FM 716; go 1.8 miles to where the 
highway makes a sharp bend to the left and take CR 263 South; continue on CR 
263 for 1.7 miles until it intersects with CR 262; turn right onto CR 262 West and 
go 1.5 miles to a blue and orange cattle guard on the right; note the small sign 
that reads “La Mariposa Ranch”.  Continue towards the owner’s ranch house and 
you will be greeted with a sign or a fellow entomologist to lead you to the 
campsite.
